Some examples of Activities or Services that will be funded through this opportunity are
listed below:

o Ensuring nutritious food access to high risk and vulnerable groups

o Ensuring safety for high risk and vulnerable groups

o Ensuring safe shelter and/or housing opportunities for persons experiencing homelessness
or domestic violence (shelter or hotels)

e Addressing older adult healthcare and safety in order to lessen the impact of illness and
cover costs related to medical treatment

o Providing mental health supports and telehealth access for community members,
especially for first responders and others whose work is considered essential

o Providing medical and cleaning supplies to and staffing for community clinics supporting
COVID-19 response

o Offering immediate, short-term financial assistance for those experiencing income
disruption

o Providing support to displaced workers, including connecting displaced workers with
Jjobs that are open for immediate hire

o Supporting academic learning and distance learning for low-income, low-access students
while schools are closed

o Providing distance learning options for career pathways program participants

o Providing childcare for parents whose employment is critical, including first responders

o Deploying strategies to engage clients during agency closures

o Large system supports that could include improving food distribution systems, supporting
schools/districts with kids/youth for mentoring and connection, or expanding meal
delivery services for seniors and home-bound populations
